Guidelines for Interpretation: 

1. Subtract each Primary Value score from the corresponding Accelerator score and enter the result in the “Vector” box.
2. Check the absolute scores and the  rank order of each of your Primary Values.  Note that the higher the score (out of a possible 10) the higher you value and practice the Primary Value. This list therefore indicates the order in which you tend to rank the three Primary Values in yourself and in others. It suggests that if you had to choose between the three you would choose the descending order of preference shown.
3. Check the absolute scores and the rank order of each of your Accelerators. 
4. Knowing in which order you rank and practice the Primary Values and the Accelerators is only half the story. You will also want to know whether you are growing or declining in each of these Primary Values. Personal growth is indicated when the level of energy ascribed to the Accelerator is greater than the equivalent number for the Primary Value. Positive numbers indicate that you are experiencing growth in a Primary Value while negative numbers indicate the reverse. Thus, for example, if you are experiencing growth in Mastery, the number for Learning will be greater than that for Mastery. This relationship is called The Vector. 
5. The final step is to validate this information. Does it correspond with what you currently understand about yourself? What direction does it suggest for you? What lessons are there for you in this information and how will you ensure that you are growing in each of your Primary Values?
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
